Lighting Artisan David D’Imperio Introduces New Abacus Series
Lighting artisan and designer David D’Imperio recently introduced the Abacus series, an innovative new collection of modern lighting pieces that combine style and sophistication, resulting in an integrated series of light and reflections that seem to defy gravity. Matrix-like in structure, the Abacus series features etched aluminum details with organic, hand-drawn surface textures that pay homage to D’Imperio’s printmaking background. 
Unlike his other designs that concentrate more on natural forms, the Abacus introduces a new dimension of contemporary lighting for D’Imperio. 
“The Abacus series is unique for me because the initial impact is very geometric. My other designs tend to be more organic in form, inspired by the curvilinear elements found in nature,” said D’Imperio. “The Abacus series at first appears strictly geometric, but there are subtle organic undertones in the Abacus’s hand drawn etched pattern.”  
D’Imperio was inspired to create the Abacus series’ first piece, Suspended Light, when he needed a light source for a long dining room table. Uniquely translucent, the intricate woven-like metal details of the piece allow halogen light to filter through perforated metal, the perfect combination of elegance and sophistication that D’Imperio is known for.
“This design allows you to have a linear light source, unlike the radiating light from a chandelier. What’s innovative about this piece is the etching process,” said D’Imperio. “The whole internal structure is one component, folded over many times, much like origami. The outer pieces form the reflector and the inside piece is structural. This design allows the Abacus to become its own low-voltage electric conductor. You don’t see any wires because there aren’t any.”

After two years of evolving the sculptural series, D’Imperio is currently experimenting with different shades of custom anodized metal for the Abacus, avoiding common artificial commercial colors. 
“The warmth of the anodized metal and the geometric structure is a great marriage,” added D’Imperio.
